
Frank Garfield, Jr.
September 10, 1943 - January 8, 2021

Frank Garfield of Warren, Michigan, passed away on Friday, January 8th at
the age of 77. He was the beloved husband of Cheryl Beshada, stepfather to
Kelly Cuthbertson (James Cuthbertson) and David Wisbiski (Rebekah
Crawley), and loving grandfather to Otto Wisbiski. Frank was born in Fort
Smith, Arkansas to Nora and Frank Garfield Sr. He spent his childhood in New
Mexico and, as a young teen, moved to Alaska with his parents to homestead
property on the Kenai Peninsula. After graduating high school, he served in
the United States Air Force and specialized in security at Elmendorf Air Force
Base. Following his military service, he served as Head of Security for the
Alaska Court System for many years, and, after that position phased out, he
moved to Australia to be a SCUBA Instructor for PADI International. Frank
lived an active and fulfilling life as an airplane pilot, scuba instructor, musician,
author, and a Certified Medical Hypnotherapist. He owned Infinity International
Institute of Australia, and in 2000 became a Fellow of the International
Medical and Dental Hypnotherapy Association. In 2001, Frank and his wife,
Cheryl, founded Clinical Hypnosis Institute and the Clinical Hypnosis
Professional Group in Warren, Michigan where Frank enjoyed teaching,
mentoring, and offering classes in Medical and Professional Hypnosis. He
served as a volunteer instructor for the Southeast Michigan Chapter of the
American Red Cross. When working in Alaska in the 1970's he was the
recipient of a presidential citation from President Ronald Reagan for saving
the life of a colleague. In addition to all of his accomplishments and travels,



one of his favorite positions was being a grandfather to Otto, whom he helped
babysit on a weekly basis. Frank will be greatly missed by Cheryl's family who
loved and adopted him as their own, and by his many students and graduates
who became lifetime friends and colleagues. His legacy lives on. Due to
COVID-19 restrictions all services are private.
